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Introduction And Participant Eligibility
Jackson Wolf Pack Basketball is a feeder program designed for boys and families who have the intent to attend Jackson High School. Similar to other programs around the area and state, one of the goals of the program is to help prepare players for success at Jackson High School. Players should want to play basketball at a high, competitive level. Participants should be within the same boundaries established by Little League Baseball and the Jackson High School attendance area. Parents should realize up front that our program requires significant commitment. We practice two to three times per week and play games on the weekends. Most games will be played in the Snohomish and King County areas with an occasional tournament or game outside this area.  Our ultimate goal is to build quality student athletes.
Tryouts
Every year is a new year and each team has 9 to 11 open positions. There are two days of tryouts, it is required that each participant attends at least one of the tryouts. However, it is strongly recommended that he make both days of tryouts. The coaches, and other evaluators, will evaluate the participants. Each player is evaluated on his ability, attitude, effort, hustle, and potential. On average, there will be three evaluators per team.
If your son is not selected for one of our teams we hope he continues to play. Other opportunities are available and we are more than willing to assist you in your search for another program.  Please remember that kids develop at different speeds and with hard work and perseverance your son’s basketball dreams can be realized.
Program Cost

The cost of the program will be $600 per participant. Please see the breakdown below:

$150 – Training fees

$420 – Wolfpack fees (tournaments, referees, gym time, aau membership)

$30 – Wolfpack team shooting shirts

Training being offered is new to the Wolfpack Program.  On Monday nights, Chase Young from ECBA, considered one of the best trainers for basketball fundamentals in the Seattle area, will be coordinating a 1 ½ hour training session for all teams. 

Playing Up
Athletes are encouraged to play within their current academic grade. Consideration will be given to players desiring to “play up” subject to parental request and the players’ ability. Each situation is unique and therefore will be handled on a case-by-case basis.
Playing Time
The Mill Creek Wolfpack program is developmental in nature. We also want to be competitive so playing time will reflect this. Players earn playing time through hard work and dedication.

Everyone will play each game; however, there is no league or program rule regarding playing time.

Schedule

Tryouts are typically in September, and practices begin in October. Tournaments and games can begin in November  and run through the end of February. For league play, two games are played on Saturday; for tournament play, 3 to 5 games can be played on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday. For league games, each team (grade level) has the same schedule (16 games). However, for tournaments, each team schedules their own (4 tournaments).

All teams will practice 2 to 3 times a week, depending on gym availability. Practice days vary week-to-week, month-to-month, again, depending on gym availability.

Participation in Other Sports
It is acknowledged and encouraged that your son play other sports, and we realize there may be scheduling conflicts. However, players are expected to make Wolfpack basketball their priority during ‘basketball’ season (November through the end of February). Therefore, it is expected that the player attend all practices and games during this time.

Expectations/Commitment

Players are expected to be at every practice and every game. It is understood that things come up and a player cannot make it to a practice or game due to illness, family, religion or school.  If a player must miss a practice or game, the player/parent must call the coach and notify him. Players are expected to be on time to games and practices. The coach will require the player to be at the gym 10 to 15 minutes before practice and 20 to 30 minutes before games.

Code of Conduct
Players, Parents, and Coaches have a responsibility to demonstrate good sportsmanship and positive attitude at all times. Everyone will be required to complete and sign the Mill Creek Wolfpack Basketball Code of Conduct (see attached).

Parent Involvement/Volunteers
Each parent is expected to volunteer throughout the season in support of various activities/functions (i.e., setup and tear-down of gym on game days; time keeping, concessions).
